The Survivors History Group - 

Teaching and learning about our history
Peter Campbell will introduce the Survivors History Group and outline some of the opportunities and dilemmas of using the historic achievements of mental health service users in teaching and learning. Clare Ockwell will give practical examples of the use of history in training in CAPITAL and other local projects. The discussion will be chaired by Andrew Roberts, who will invite people to share their experience and ideas about using history in teaching and learning. The workshop is supported by an exhibition which will include relevant poetry and art.

Why learn or teach history? 

For service users, reasons for learning and teaching history include
-    It is an interesting story

-    It relates our individual lives to the lives of others
-    We may understand where we are by exploring how we got here.

-    It may help us work out where we want to go, and where we want to avoid going!
Service user trainers may want to include history in teaching mental health workers particularly in order to communicate respect for their clients. Perhaps there is a special role for collaborative history making, with workers and users exploring their individual life stories and how they relate to society and history?
How should we teach professionals? 

There are many ways of communicating the history of survivor action to mental health professionals. Face to face (classroom) teaching is only one. What ways will  demonstrate its relevance and importance and stimulate professional enthusiasm?
